4. Workshops 
The workshops are conducted according to the bar camp method, which means that the participating choirs themselves decide on the 
content by presenting methods and pieces of their choral work to each other. Ideally, two choirs organize a workshop together. 
 
5. Organizer: 
The Leipzig Choral Association is the umbrella organization of over 90 choirs from Leipzig and the surrounding area. As a service 
provider of his affiliated choirs, he works voluntarily and without profit interest.
